It is true that the 
Tunisian player wanted to do his best to satisfy all his fans and 
to have them forget his loss at the 2nd round during the 
previous edition; but after a good start and a deserved victory 
61 64 over the German Benjamin Becker, seeded N°3, he was 
defeated in the 2nd round with the same score against the 
Romanian Radu Albot. The fatigue, jet lag as well as pressure 
had tricked Malek Jaziri. On the other hand, the Algerian 
Lemine Ouahab who had been granted a Wild Card from the 
organizers, had confirmed the trust that was placed in him by 
defeating in the 1st round the French Nicolas Mahut 63 76 and 
in the second round the seeded N°1, Spanish Marcel Granollers   
46 62 30 ret. before being defeated in ¼ finals against the 
future finalist Argentinean Diego Sebastian Schwartzman 62 
76. The two other Tunisians accepted in the main draw: 
Mohamed Heithem Abid and the young promising Tunisian 
Tennis player Skander Mansouri, were defeated in the 1st 
round, respectively by Flavio Cipolla (ITA) 61 63 and 
Oleksandr Nedovyesov (UKR) 64 36 61. 
 
The Tunis Open 2013 finals gathered 2 players who were not 
seeded but who had done an excellent pathway: the 
Romanian Adrian Ungur and the Argentinean Diego Sebastian 
Schwartzman. The Argentinean reached the finals after 
defeating successively, in the 1st round the Spanish Ruben 
Ramirez Hidalgo (seeded N°5 and winner of edition 2012) by 
64 52 ret. , in the 2nd round A. Menendez-Maceiras (ESP) 46 
75 60, in the ¼ finals the Algerian L. Ouahab 62 76 and in the 
½ finals French Kenny De Schepper (Seeded N°4) 76 61, 
however the  Romania who defeated in the finals 
Schwartzman 46 60 62 had defeated in his way without big 
resistance his opponents as follows : in 1st round, victory over 
B. Pashanski (CRO) 75 60, in 2nd round against I. Sergeyev 
(UKR) 61 62, in the ¼ finals against R. Albot (ROM) 75 76 
and in the ½ finals, victory over F. Serra (FRA) 26 61 75.    
In Doubles, the pair composed of Dominik Meffert (GER) & 
Philipp Oswald (AUT) was awarded the title with a victory
