This agreement which will 
be conducted until 2016 will be tacitly renewed and 
which main purpose is to promote the development 
of tennis in Africa and in Europe, thanks to the 
human resources and to the know-how of the FFT in 
multiple fields such as in coaches, administrators and 
officiating trainings and schools. 
A great event has also marked this period of the year: 
The 2nd African Youth Games organized with an 
expert hand of Botswana registering a record 
participation (more than 3000 athletes representing

It is also important to point out that a big number of 
international tournaments as well as for juniors as for 
professionals had been organized in Africa to which 
are added coaches training courses, the organization
