2. Girls singles & doubles, born between 1 January 1997 & 31 December 2000 (and have reached their 11"
birthday on or before the start of the Singles Main Draw of a tournament)

* 12& U category:

1. Boys singles & doubles, born between 1¥ January 1999 & 31% December 2001(and have reached their 10®
birthday on or before the start of the Singles Main Draw of a tournament)

2. Girls singles & doubles, born between 1% January 1999 & 31* December 2001 (and have reached their 10"
birthday on or before the start of the Singles Main Draw of a tournament)

Hospitality:
